HS JAZZ ENSEMBLE 1

The purpose of this course is to develop musical independence through a knowledge of styles and performance techniques of varied contemporary and jazz

literature. The content should include, but not be limited to, production of characteristic tone, interpretation of jazz rhythms and articulations, performance
of literature from various popular and jazz styles, and improvisation techniques.
