



PLEASE BE AWARE OF THE FOLLOWING BEFORE FILLING OUT FORMS

·  Every teacher who has students involved with projects must read, follow and guide students to follow the International Rules for Precollege Science Research: Guidelines for Science and Engineering Fairs/ 2011-2012
· Every student must read, reference  and follow the International Rules for Precollege Science Research: Guidelines for Science and Engineering Fairs/ 2011-2012.  Students can access this online.
· Teachers CAN NOT sign as SRC/IRB chair for their own students so it is suggested that you have at least two science teachers on each committee.

· The Adult Sponsor is the student’s teacher or another person with a background in science – specifically the area that the student is doing research in.  This means that the parent can only be the adult sponsor if they have a background in science.  The parent can be the Designated Supervisor if he/she has been trained in the procedures.

· Some types of projects CAN NOT be done at home or school.  Please consult the ISEF rules.

· Projects involving humans, microbiology or vertebrate animals can be a BIG problem.  Proceed with extreme caution and carefully follow the ISEF and State  rules.  Note – new rule for 2011-2012: Middle School students MAY NOT do a BSL2 microbiological study.
· Be sure all dates and signatures are correct.  Most are to be dated BEFORE experimentation.  No changes can be made once forms are submitted.  In addition, dates can not appear to be altered in any form.
